Kabuki Theater

hat odd sound you heard in the distance was ice forming in Hades...the

California Legislature passed a budget that made actual cuts in year-
over year spending on a variety of programs and did so without raising taxes.
Man bites dog...at long last and it's about time.

This budget however, to paraphrase “Winnie the brandy drinking cigar
smoker who saved Western Civilization”, not the end or even the beginning
of the end, but it IS the end of the beginning. Though real dollars were cut
out of programs and the Governor leveraged the cutting of some wasteful
and expensive boards and commissions (most notably the Solid Waste
Management Board), what was accomplished represents about 5% of what o '
needs to be done. You may be certain that this Kabuki will be repeated in William Saracino
the not-so-distant future, starting early next year. This budget is probably as

good as we could get, but in no way solves the long term problems. The boys and girls in the Big
Tomato will be facing another double digit billion dollar deficit next spring.

But meanwhile, the inmates at the Sacramento Asylum for Elected Officials have not let the budget
talks interrupt their attacks on the Golden State. Here's a few of the more egregious examples, for
your dining and dancing pleasure:

* A report recently issued today by the Milken Institute attributes the departure of 79,000
manufacturing jobs between 2003 and 2007 to onerous regulations and high taxes. Don't suppose
those 79,000 manufacturing jobs would have generated any income for the state treasury now, do
you? We reap what we sow, and this report just underlines the long lasting damage liberals — of both
parties - have done to California.

* AB 64, by Assemblywhackjob Krekorian of Glendale, requires that utilities produce at least 33% of
their total electricity needs from renewable resources by 2020. There is no provision to quantify costs
to the consumer in the bill, in fact it contains language that specifically prohibits such cost analysis.
Most utilities currently get about 15% - 18% of their electricity from renewable sources. If passed
this has the potential to quintuple your air conditioning and heating bill.

* AB 212, by Assemblymoron Saldana of San Diego, would substantially increase the cost of new
housing (now THERE'S a good idea), by mandating on-site or near-site energy generation for all new
residential building. Can I see the hands of all those wishing to live next door to their electrical
generating plant? You can bet Ms. Saldana doesn't and won't live in such a place.

* AB 664, by Assemblybrat Skinner of Berkeley, creates a legal presumption that neck and back
injuries suffered by hospital employees are related to employment. That means that if a hospital
employee returns from a week of snow-skiing or playing in a rugby match with a neck or back injury,
it will be treated as a workers' compensation claim, and there will be no legal way for the hospital
employer to contest that. This is what passes for logic among the Donkey Party in Sacramento.

Not wanting to induce depression or rage, I'll end the report here. We've lots of work to do at the next
election if California is every to return to its golden status. Stay tuned.

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The Following are a few of a List of Over 50
Objections to the Health Care Bill

1. Page 22 of the Healthcare Bill - MANDATES the Government will audit books of ALL EMPLOYERS that
self insure!!

2. Page 30 Sec 123 of Healthcare bill - THERE WILL BE A GOVERNMENT COMMITTEE that decides what
treatments and benefits you get.

4. Page 42 of Healthcare Bill - The Health Choices Commissioner will choose your Healthcare Benefits for you.
You will have no choice!

5. Page 50 Section 152 in Healthcare bill - Healthcare will be provided to ALL non-US citizens, illegal or
otherwise.

6. Page 58 Healthcare Bill - Government will have real-time access to an individuals finances and a National 1D
Healthcare Card will be issued

7. Page 59 Healthcare Bill lines 21-24 Government will have direct access to your bank accounts for electronic
funds transfer.

9. Page 72 Lines 8-14 Government is creating another “agency”, the Healthcare Exchange, to bring private
heath care plans under government control.

7. Page 59 Healthcare Bill lines 21-24 Government will have direct access to your bank accounts for electronic
funds transfer.

13. Page 95 Healthcare Bill Lines 8-18 The Government will use groups such as ACORN and Amiericorps to
sign up individuals for the government healthcare plan.

16. Page 124 lines 24-25 Healthcare Bill - No company can sue the government on a charge of price fixing. No
"judicial review" will be permitted against a government monopoly.

18. Page 145 Line 15-17 An Employer must automatically enroll employees into the public option plan; there is
NO CHOICE. However, this plan is so convoluted that obviously there must be someway this can be avoided
(see #s 20 and 21: the mandated payroll taxes for employers who do NOT offer the public option); this is an
apparent contradiction, but this is what the bill says.

19. Page 126 Lines 22-25 Employers MUST pay for healthcare for part time employees AND their families.

20. Page 149 Lines 16-24 ANY employer with a payroll of 400k and above who does not provide the public
option must pay an 8% payroll tax. (see # 18 above)

21. Page 150 Lines 9-13 Businesses with a payroll between 251k & 400k who don’t provide the public option
will pay 2-6% tax on all payrolls. (see #18 above)

22. Page 167 Lines 18-23 ANY individual who doesn’t have acceptable healthcare according to the government
will be taxed 2.5% of his income.

23. Page 170 Lines 1-3 Healthcare Bill - Any NONRESIDENT Alien is exempt from individual taxes but
Americans will pay.

24. Page 195 Healthcare Bill - officers & employees of Healthcare Administration (Government) will have
access to the financial records of ALL Americans.

39. Page 354 Sec 1177 - Government will RESTRICT enrollment of “special needs people” a/k/a the
handicapped!! Eugenics and euthanasia become a part of medical treatment.

42. Page 425 Lines 17-19 Government will instruct and consult regarding living wills, durable powers of
attorney etc. This will be MANDATORY'! (So much for individual liberty and privacy!)

45. Page 429 Lines 1-9 An “advanced care planning consultation will be used frequently as a patient’s health
deteriorates. Again, much American health care involves people with chronic conditions but who can still have
many years of productive life WITH PROPER MEDICAL CARE. If you are deemed to be unworthy of such
care by virtue of criteria such as your race, gender, socio-economic condition etc., the chances are good that you
will be DENIED that care and your life will end far sooner than would otherwise be the case under today’s
healthcare system.

47. Page 429 Lines 13-25 - The Government will specify which Doctors can write an “end of life” order. This
means that the physician(s) who cared for you may not even be consulted and you will be condemned to death
by some uncaring bureaucrat in Washington who knows nothing about you and your situation.
